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SHAKER PINES FIRE DISTRICT #5
A regular meeting of the Shaker Pines Fire District was held on Tuesday, September 9, 2025 at the fire station.
Those present were President Peter G. Burk, Vice President Guy Beck, Clerk Margaret Guyette, Commissioner Peter Burk, Treasurer Scott Wyllie, Fire Chief James Nolan, Deputy Fire Chief Edward Prajzner, and Administrative Assistant Jolene Bauckman.
President Burk called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.
MINUTES: The minutes for August 2025 were presented to the Board members. A motion to accept the minutes was made by Vice President Beck and Commissioner Burk made a second to the motion. A vote was taken, it was unanimous, and the motion carried.
TREASURER’S REPORT: Treasurer Wyllie submitted the treasurer’s report for August 2025 to the Board members. A motion to accept the treasurer's report was made by Vice President Beck and Commissioner Burk made a second to the motion. A vote was taken, it was unanimous, and the motion carried.
CORRESPONDENCE: We received no correspondence.
FIRE CHIEF REPORT: Fire Chief Nolan submitted his report verbally.
We received the property and motor vehicle tax income check from the Town of Enfield in the amount of $1,843,804.92.
We currently have two members on medical leave – one is a workers compensation injury, and the other is a short-term disability. Another part-time member has returned from medical leave to full duty.
Day shift crews have started hydrant maintenance. Maintenance is performed on hydrants twice per year.
We will be hosting a cancer screening December 19 & 20, 2025 for Shaker Pines and North Thompsonville members. Members who participate in the Connecticut Partnership Plan will have this screening covered by their insurance. Screenings for everyone else will be at a special rate to be paid by respective departments. This new insurance benefit will result in cost savings to the district.
Administrative Assistant Bauckman has completed the workers compensation audit. She will answer any remaining questions from the auditors and is awaiting the final report.
Engine 52 is currently out of service for annual maintenance; however, many repairs will be needed. President Burk asked if the chief could identify a specific issue that could cause so many repairs on the engines. Chief Nolan hypothesized that engines are made of lower quality than in the past. Additionally, Deputy Chief Prajzner noted that the engines are in use 7 days a week as opposed to the 5 days a week they were in use before July 2023.
Treasurer Wyllie and Administrative Assistant Bauckman continue to provide materials to PKF O’Connor Davies for the annual financial/general audit. They will continue to report to the commission on progress toward completion.
FIRE MARSHALL REPORT: Deputy Chief Prajzner read the report, and it was placed on file. We had 78 incidents, no plan/site reviews, and 9 inspections. The monthly fire drill at LEGO Creative Child Care was conducted. There were no structure fires within the district.
REPORTS OF COMMITTEES: Vice President Beck gave an update on consolidation. A meeting was held on Thursday, September 4, 2025. Jamie Hurley gave a comprehensive update from the operations committee. There was more discussion about using the business students and staff from Eastern Connecticut State University (ECSU) to oversee the project and provide public relations services, however, most committee members agreed that their proposal seemed expensive and didn’t fit with what the committee is looking for. They will meet again with ECSU representatives on September 11, 2025. A charter for the consolidated district has been produced but it is not ready to present yet. The firefighter’s union committee also gave an update on their progress. The consolidation committee is also starting to discuss options for creating a board of commissioners for the consolidated district. The next consolidation meeting will take place on October 8, 2025 at 6:30 PM at the Shaker Pines fire station.
OLD BUSINESS: The training officer committee continues to gather information for the live burn training facility. Members of all of Enfield’s departments have expressed excitement about getting the project going and eventually training in the facility.
NEW BUSINESS: There was no new business to discuss.
BILLS: The Board members reviewed the bills. A motion to pay the bills as submitted was made by Vice President Beck and Commissioner Burk made a second to the motion. A vote was taken, it was unanimous, and the motion carried.
ADJOURNMENT: A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Commissioner Burk and Vice President Beck made a second to the motion. A vote was taken, it was unanimous, and the motion carried. The meeting adjourned at 7:47 PM.
